FIELDING & PLATT
HORIZONTAL 2-CYLINDER ENGINE

Fielding & Platt was founded in
Gloucester, England in 1866. The
original business was the
production of steam engines,
agricultural machinery and
hydraulic equipment.

The company built its first
internal combustion engines in
1880, using hot tube ignition and hit
and miss governing.

About 1895, Fielding & Platt
began building oil engines in sizes
up to 10 horsepower, and by 1908,
they were building engines as large
as 100 horsepower.

The opposed piston engine
shown here runs on ordinary fuel
oil. Starting requires ten minutes
pre-heating with a small lamp. After
lighting the lamp, the lubricators
can be filled, the engine inspected,
and the engine will be ready to start.

Smaller engines are started by r.p.m.
hand, using a half-compression cam.

at the engines rated speed of 220

Larger engines employ air start.
The cylinders are opposite each
other, their connecting rods using

This engine was built for electric
lighting, and is fitted with a single,
heavy flywheel, and an outboard
bearing on the crankshaft. It weighs

separate crank pins. The benefit of
this arrangement is steadiness, even
