Safety Tips--Crank it up

While it it may be a bit easier to use a separate hand crank to
start our engines that did not come with cranks built in, it is
not recommended that you do so. As it is too easy once the
engine starts running or kicks back to have the crank catch
on the crank shaft and go flying off or worse come off and
hit you or someone else and potentially cause serious
damage, as happened some years ago. So if you are having
problems with starting your engine at a show ask any club
member and they will be glad to help you with pulling on the
flywheels.
