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/Tulare Farm Show

A quick update on the Tulare Show (not rendering an opinion, just reporting).

I and a couple of other WAPA members attended this year’s Tulare Engine Show. The lack of engines at the show was
obvious. Branch 22 and Vista each had only a couple of members, and most of the other clubs were also obviously
boycotting and completely missing. There were large empty spaces where the engine clubs normally display.

The overall show was a bit larger than last year due to an increase in tractors and antique trucks. Also a large number of
vendors were present. There were a good number of spectators on Friday and more on Saturday. (I was not there on Sun).
There was a sizable number of large Class “A” motorhomes inside the camping area but few truck campers, and no tents.

| did see the same number of garden tractors, quads, electric carts, bar stools and everything else that could be driven
wandering the grounds. The registration stickers required to legally drive around were visible, but many others ignored the
requirement. Nobody seemed to be enforcing their own rules. | heard that if people had a handicapped placard or had
trouble walking, the stickers were given free. Exhibitors wandered into and out of the front gates all day just like any other
year.

I, and many others, spoke with the show manager concerning the lack of engine clubs. They were acutely aware of the
boycott and the reasons why. The manager and other staff plan to meet after the show to conduct a critique and read the
written suggestions. | don’t know what, if anything, they will decide but they did like two suggestions.

First, allow exhibitors a choice in registering. If someone elects to register by mail, there would be a charge to offset their
costs. However, allow an exhibitor to go “on line” and register for free. Their “exhibitor package” would be created and held
at the “will call” booth in the outside parking lot when they arrive.

Second, the current fee for inside camping is excessive ($80 for the duration of the show) as evidenced by only the presence
of large motorhomes. It was suggested to lower the fees entirely to more realistic levels. Move from the “one size fits all”
philosophy and create several fee schedules based upon the size of the rig. Large class A motorhomes would pay more than
a truck and camper, tent, or sleeping in your car.

I do not know if these or any changes will be made but it was clear that they want the engine people back. If you have any
positive ideas, you might consider sending them an e-mail, | know they would like the input.
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
